
Residents and others who are granted access to the apartment are expected to comply with the house rules.
The unit/apartment should not be used in any way that inconveniences others. The house rules have been prepared to ensure that the residents of the Ringkollen housing cooperative can live comfortably, peacefully and enjoy our living community.
People who live in housing cooperatives live pretty close to one another, and everyone is subject to the same set of rules. You need to accept some noise, odours and other types of inconveniences from your neighbours.
However, all the residents must be willing to lose a little personal freedom for the sake of the community.
The provisions of the Housing Cooperative Act state that no resident shall use their dwelling or the common areas in ways that are unreasonable or unnecessary to the detriment or disadvantage of the other residents.
Section 1: Peace and order
It is in everyone's interest to maintain order, quiet and cleanliness on the housing cooperative's property at all times. The quiet hours at night are from 23:00 and 08:00. This also applies in the stairwells, on balconies and in the yards and courtyards. 
Practising and playing music, hammering, carpentry, drilling and similar loud noises are not allowed after 20:00 on weekdays and not after 18:00 on Saturdays. Noisy activity are not allowed on Sundays and public holidays. 
The greatest possible consideration should be shown, so that unnecessary noise and irritation can be avoided. Your conduct towards neighbours, the caretaker and the board should be polite and friendly. There should be absolute quiet after 23:00. If you have any special needs, please inform your neighbours. 
Section 2: The responsibilities of the residents
Children and others should not play in the stairwells. We ask that everyone respect and care for the property and infrastructures so that no plants, stairwell walls etc. are damaged, destroyed or soiled. The residents are personally responsible and liable for any damage or vandalism to the cooperative's property. 
You are not allowed to hang carpets etc. over the balcony railing for aeration and drying. Drying of laundry can be done on the balcony if it is below the height of the railing. Bed linen should not be aerated through bedroom windows on Sundays and public holidays. Likewise, the drying racks in the common areas may not be used for dry clothes on Sundays and public holidays.
Swimming pools and garden installations are not permitted on the balcony or in the common area. 
Section 3: Driving on the property and parking
Unnecessary driving of motorcycles and mopeds on the housing cooperative's property is strictly prohibited. The same is true for driving cars, except for necessary loading and unloading, and disabled parking spots are only to be used by people with a public parking permit. If you have any special needs in this regard, the board can issue a temporary parking permit. (such as when you move in/out).
Parking is only allowed at the designated spaces and only within the marked fields. The residents' vehicles should be parked in the garages. If this is not possible (the owner has a very large car, or several cars) a parking permit can be issued by the board. This permit must be kept visible in the car. When you move or if you no longer need a parking permit, the permit must be handed in to the board. Residents are requested to rent vacant garages if these are offered by the other residents. 
Guests of the housing cooperative must comply with the parking rules indicated on the signs. For longer visits, the residents can contact the board to have a temporary parking permit issued to you. Unregistered vehicles, trailers and the like must not be parked in the marked fields. This may result in a parking fine and your vehicle can be towed away. 
Section 4: Cleanliness, tidiness and order in the stairwells
A cleaning company is paid to clean the stairs and hallways every 14 days.
You may not keep permanent items in stairways without consulting the other residents who live in your stairwell, and these must be removed before the cleaners clean the hallways. Bicycles, toboggans, furniture, toys etc. are not allowed in the hallway or stairs. Strollers can be kept in the entry if they are stationed properly and they are not a hindrance to your neighbours. For entries with a common bicycle room in the hallway (which is only for bicycles and only 1 bicycle for each member of a household), the resident must make sure to keep this area tidy and accessible.
Objects that are left in the stairwells may be removed and discarded. The housing cooperative is not liable for damages in the event of removal of belongings that are left if this violates the house rules.
The entry doors to the building should be kept locked at all times. The common areas and stairways are thoroughly cleaned once a year by a professional cleaning company. 
Section 5: Waste/garbage disposal and bins
Waste shall be placed in the respective bins and containers in the garbage rooms. Food and organic waste must be properly packed in the green bags and not drip. Parents must make sure their children are careful when bringing garbage to the bins. We are not allowed to use the black garbage sacks anymore. This will result in extra costs. If you need to use large waste sacks, the new transparent environmental sacks should be used. Objects such as suitcases, toys, batteries, paints, household appliances, building materials and the like are strictly prohibited from being thrown in the bins and containers. These must be delivered to the Kastet environmental station or brought to another authorised recycling station. It is in everyone's interest that this is observed and that the garbage rooms are kept tidy and in order. 
Throwing food, waste or similar objects may not be kept in the stairwells or common areas or thrown from the balconies. This is strictly forbidden. We do not allow bird feeders/trays on the balconies or outside the windows of the housing cooperative.
Section 6: Use of grills
Grilling is permitted if you use a gas or electric grill. Grilling with charcoal is not allowed, except in the cooperative's own grills on the designated common barbecue area at Tun 2. REMEMBER to be considerate towards your neighbours in terms of odours and smoke that can be an inconvenience or nuisance to others.
Section 7: Use of fireworks
Launching/using any kind of fireworks is not allowed within the range of the housing cooperative's property. 
Section 8: Ball games
Kicking footballs is not allowed on the property because of the risk of damaging plants, windows and walls. Badminton, Crockett, log games and soft balls are allowed in the common areas. 
Section 9: Pets
Pets are not permitted without the written consent of the board. Anyone wishing to keep pets at the housing cooperative must apply to the board with a description of the animal (breed, age etc.). The board must give its approval before any animals are brought home. The board may reject the pet application if there is an allergic person in your stairwell or the animal would otherwise be a nuisance to other residents. 
Section 9.1. 
Dogs must be kept on a leash on the housing cooperative's property. The owner of a pet that is a nuisance to the neighbours or other residents will be obliged to get rid of the animal if the board submits a written order to do so. Failure to comply with this can result in the forced eviction and sale of one's property; see Section 17 of the House Rules. 
It is strictly forbidden to allow a dog or cat to leave excrement on the grounds of the housing cooperative. Should this happen, it must be immediately removed by the owner/handler of the dog or cat. Furthermore, it is strictly forbidden to allow the dog/cat to run freely on the property. This is to avoid having cat urine and excrement in the children's sandboxes and in common areas. The animal must be led by a competent individual on the property. 
Section 9.2
Dog/cat houses are not permitted above the height of the balcony railing or in common areas belonging to Ringkollen Borettslag AL. 
Section 10: Outdoor structures
All visible/external structures or furnishings must be approved by the board. 
Satellite dishes and other fixtures may not be visible above the balcony railing or in the common areas without the board's approval. The installation of awnings, exterior blinds or curtains must be approved by the board. This also applies to glassed-in balconies.
Lighting on verandas/balconies such as blinking and colourful Christmas lights should not annoy the other neighbours.
Section 11: Voluntary work
All the unitholders at the Ringkollen housing cooperative are encouraged to participate in the voluntary work sessions. We occasionally tidy up, clean and make common gardens and areas pleasant through voluntary work. The board/caretaker will set out the equipment and organize the voluntary work. You will be notified in advance; information will be posted on the bulletin boards. 
Section 12: Mailboxes and nameplates
All the apartments in the housing cooperative have their own mailbox. The housing cooperative will arrange nameplates on the mailbox and at the main entrance door when you move in. For sub-letting, the unitholder or tenant must organize this himself. Residents are encouraged to put up nameplates/notes on the front door of their apartment.
Section 13: Obligation to comply with rules and orders
The residents and tenants at the housing cooperative must comply with orders issued by the general meeting and the board at all times. Otherwise, the residents and tenants must comply with the provisions of the Housing Cooperative Act and the housing association's Articles of Incorporation.
Section 14: Caretaker / duty to inform about malfunctions or errors
The housing cooperative pays for a caretaker to maintain and repair the physical parts of the building and infrastructures. The caretaker works under the instruction of the board. Please direct any questions or complaints about the building, malfunctions or errors to the board – not the caretaker. 
Malfunctions or errors to technical infrastructures or installations, water leaks or the like in your apartment that require immediate repair or action to limit damage must be reported immediately to a professional (plumber/electrician). 
Section 15: Sub-letting
Applications for renting your apartment out to others must be submitted in writing to the board. The application form can be obtained by contacting the board. Sublets cannot be longer than three - 3 - years at most, and can be cancelled if the tenant fails to comply with the House Rules. 
Section 16: Complaints / domestic disturbances
All complaints from residents shall be made in writing and directed to the board, either by e-mail (styret@ringkollen.no) or in a letter placed in the board's mailbox in Block 4. 
Contact the police in case of a domestic disturbance etc. The board has no authority to enforce the law and therefore cannot intervene in a domestic disturbance, nor in the case of a dispute between neighbours. 
Section 17: Obligation to comply with the house rules
The house rules are part of the legal relationship between the housing cooperative and the unitholders. The rules have been prepared to create a good and safe living environment for all the residents of the housing cooperative. 
Violation of the house rules may result in a written warning and/or order to sell one's shares in the unit – in the worst case, the apartment can be subject to a forced sale; see the Housing Cooperative Act for more information.
These house rules are revised and replace the previous house rules from 14.09.14.
